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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT, MSGH
& ORGANISING CHAIRMAN, GUT 2009

I would like to invite you to our mystical and magical island of Langkawi come August 2009 for our
annual scientific meeting – GUT. GUT is more than just our annual scientific event. It is a gathering
that gives us the opportunity to mingle, socialise and more importantly to expand the horizon of our
knowledge.
